The Governmental Affairs Committee produced the Second Annual AAED Legislative Luncheon on
the Capitol lawn, with more than 155 people present, including almost 70% of the State legislators.

Created and conducted a program to give candidates for the Arizona State legislature a better
understanding of the importance of economic development to the State. More than half of the
legislative candidates attended one of the four sessions held in Phoenix and Tucson.

Updated and upgraded AAED’s communications programs, including the website, www.aaed.com,
meeting promotion materials, the Membership Directory, and the newsletter, AAED Update. The
website was substantially expanded and averaged more than 20,000 hits a month.

Worked to establish effective communications links between AAED and representatives of major
media outlets in the State, including distribution of Media Advisories and news releases on all AAED
meetings and events.

Updated the brochure outlining services available to Economic Development professionals from
Workforce Development professionals.
